The roofs, made without nails, provided a
large attic space used for cultivating silkwormes.

Sakurayama hachiman shrine & Takayama Yatai Kaikan

The Float Hall is in Sakurayamahachiman, and houses 11 floats for the
fall Takayama festival. They rotate the floats 3 times a year (March, July,
and November) putting 4 on display each time. In a revival of the
festival parade, a shrine maiden takes visitors on a tour.
